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A Brief History of Yangon Golf Club

Dr. Mg Mg Taik

This article mentioned in reports of the club council submitted to the Annual General

Meetings of YGC in recent decade was written by Dr.Mg Mg Taik, former two-times
Club Captain and a prominent member of YGC.
As it is a rare brief history of YGC in English, we reproduce hereunder with

the permission of the writer.

At the wrn of the Century, af-
ter full British occupation of Myanmar
{Burma) in 1885, the City of Yangon
{Rangoon) was already an important
Hourishing trade centre iternationally
teeming with big and small British com-
mercial establishments like Bombay
Burma Co., Burma Oil Co., Steel Broth-

ers, Rowe & Co., Irawaddy Floatilla etc.

Senior stall of those trade organizations,
officers of British Regiments, ranking
British administrators and merchants de-
cided to bring golf to Yangon as their
popular pastime sport, the game of golf.
S0 the present Yangon Golf Club at
Danyingon with Mr. (i Balance as its
first captain was established in the year

1909 maintaining two golf courses ; one

|8 hole course at the present site in
Danyingon 12 miles north of the city (ac-
tually 16 miles along the car road) and
the other 9 hole course on 2 ™ mile Pyay
(Prome) Road now replaced by the
People's Park. The 9 hole 2™ mile Golf
Club was constituted much earlier at a
general meeting by enthusiasts in 1893
and by the year 1904 had a neat small,
tmber ¢lub house and the playmng area
interrupted by football and Rugby hields,
The Captain of the Club in 1904 was Lt.
Col. G.B . Crawley.

Yangon Golf Club, then, was an
almost exclusively monopolishic pastime
place for the European Community until
after the end of World War Il and
Myanmar Independence in 1948, In 1954,
the last British Captain of the Club, Mr.
J.G . Clarke, the General Manager of Wil-
liam Jack Hardware Co., gave way to U
Chao, Director of Public Instruction, who
became the first Burmese Captain.

The Club is registered as a non-
proht company, meaming that no part of
the assets of the club shall be paid or
transferred directly or indirectly by way
of dividend, bonus, or profit to the mem-
bers of the club. If, upon the winding up
of the club, the net assets may be given
to charity. Membership of the club shall
nol be sold or transterred unhike else-
where in the world where some golf clubs
are commercial enterprises and member-
ship treated hike a share in the stock mar-

ket.

Gradual Changes : -
The Course :

The course rating of the YGC
course, curved out from about more than
200 acres of lease land near Danyingon
Village, was par 74 up to late fifties, and
later onin 1960 it became a par 71 course,
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There were mango forest on the higher
ground and paddy fields in the lower
land. About 1963, the par 71 course be
came a 7010 yards par 72 course by
changing 17" hole from par 4 to a par 5,
by shifting 100 vards further up. Other
major changes were (a) the 2™ hole was
altered from a straight short par 4 to 385
yards dog-leg par 4: (b) the 5" hole par 5
was made into a par 4; (¢) 6 ™ hole par 4
green was shifted further up about 100
vards and was made mito a par 5.

The course in Myanmar faces
effects of two diverse weather problems.
Too much water during 6 months of mon-
soon and no water in the rest of the yvear,
Dwuring the monsoon, almost all the fair-
ways are deluged with water and as some
fairways turned quagmires that the holes
had to be closed down because of over
grown ankle high grass and weeds. To
remedy this soggy condition, ish bone
pattern drains had to be dug up almost
in every hole, Sand and ash toppings

were also tried with reasonable suceess.

[Due to continues upgrading of

the course now members can play all year
through and fairway sofiness problems
are negligible,

Usually from October up to the
end of December, the Fairways are rea-
sonably green from residual monsoon

effects and cold season mist and dew.

But when summer comes, the lush green
fairways change to brown colour and
the ground tums very hard. To regain
green fairways, plenty of water and
means to watering them had to be found.
The first attempt recorded to collect the
needed water started in 1961, When a
mini bulldozer was used to dig up a pond
at a place just before reaching the creck
across the 12* hole and the other on the
right side of the 16™ green. In addition,
ground concrete water tanks at the 9
and 18" holes were constructed to water
the near by holes. During 1965-66 water
supply system to all greens and some
fairways was accomplished. In early sev-
enties reservoir at the 12* hole and two
reservoirs at the 17 hole were con-
structed.

Starting year 2000, more water
was required for the upkeep of the
course. New waler reservoirs were con-
structed and many of the previous res-
ervoirs were extended. These jobs were
done near hole number 1,2, 3,4, 5,6, 7,
13,14, 15, 16and 17,

In the remote past, the whole
course looked rather barren. Looking
outwards form the Club House, one
could see the distant parts of the course
with no vegetation intervening. Attempis
were made for the greening of the course

by planting trees throughout the course

Club of the Retired Free and Easy

by successive club councils up to now,
By the year 2000 all greens were replaced
with Japonica grass to match with inter-
national siandards.

Club-house :

The original one story timber
bungalow was gutted by fire in 1933, The
rebuilt second one was again destroyed
by fire during World War I11n 1943, The
Third was only a bamboo basha, built
soon after the end of World War I near
the present 16 tee. It was used for a
fiew vears until a brick club house at the
present site was completed. The club
house now is a complex group of struc-
tures developed through the successive
years.

In year 2000 a new reception
building was added agamn.

Yangon Golf Club is popularly
known as "The Premier Goll Club of
Myanmar” in recognition of its histori-
cal background, and all around excel-
lence. This honour is eamed because of
the contribution of selfless devoted ser-
vices for its development, both in kind
and energy, by club councils and club
members through successive vears since
its founding. This compelling spirit of
fellowship, understanding, and co-op-
eration among the members should be

passed on to the next generation, L

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Golf In Burma

Dr. Mg Mg Taik

The Magazine Committee is grateful to Dr. Mg Mg Taik, former Captain of Y GC, former President of Myanmar Golf Federation
and former Team Leader of many of the Myanmar Putra Cup Selected Teams, who has handed over the following article which

he wrote in a booklet published at the Putra Cup Tournament held in Yangon in 1984,

Golf was introduced in Burma
more than 100 years ago. Situated 220
miles north of Rangoon on the West
bank of the Irrawaddy river is a district
town ol Thayetmyo where Burma estab-
lished its first golf course in 1 887 named
Thayetmyo Golf Club. It still exists and
its members had celebrated its centen-
nial jubilee in 1987,

At the tum of the century other
golf clubs were being founded; one in
almost every district head-quarters.
Ragoon Golf Club with Mr. Ballance as
its first Captain was established in 1904,

Since golf was first played in

18

Burma by the British, it took many de-
cades before the European monopoly of
the game could be shaken by the native
Burmese. The answer to break the mo-
nopoly as seen then was to found a
separate golf club for non-Europeans.
This purpose was fulfilled by the rich de
Souza brothers who bought land at the
11* Mile Prome Road and built the 11*
Mile Golf Club which became cosmopol-
tan, Unfortunately the 11* Mile Goll Club
did not last long for it was requisitioned
by the Government in the extension of
Mingaladon Airport. So a group of Se-

mor Burmese Government ofhicials hke

Sir Mya Bu, Chiet Justice of the High
Court, U Paing (1CS), U Than Tin (Fi-
nance Member), U L. Htin S1 (Rangoon
University Council) and others re-
quested the Government for an altemna-
tive site and the Burma (Myanmar now)
Golf Club was the result. The site granted
was formerly Riding Club.

Under the auspices of the
Rangoon Golf Club, the Burma Amateur
Open Championship began in 1916, but
it was only in 1939 that a US.A edu-
cated physical educationist U David Tin
Hla became the first Burmese to win it

In order to better organise the
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game and to co-ordinate the growing
numbers of golf clubs in the country,
the Burma Golf Federation was founded
in 1957 as a controlling body. It is now
affihated to the World Amateur Golf
Council and the Asian Pacific Golf Con-
federation. Burma Golf Federation now
runs thirteen major Golf Championships
al National level. The most prestigious
toumament 1s the team Championship
for the State Council Cup. Competing
for this coveted trophy are the State
Council team, teams representing Cen-
tral Organs of Power and teams from van-
ous nunistnes led by the respective min-
isters. This is the great occasion where
nearly 20 teams, each comprising of 8
players, compete in the spirit of cama-
raderie. While most tournaments are
held to test golfing ability, Inter States
and Divisions Team Championship for
Pyidaungsu Cup held annually in Feb-
ruary in commemoration of Union Day.
It is participated by 14 teams from all
States and Divisions and 1s designed to
nurture the spirit of national solidarity.
In hot summer the Inter-Club Team Cham-

pionship for the Presidemt's Gold Cup,
held at Maymyo (Pym-Oo-Lwin), a all
station in Central Burma, 1s a very popu-
lar tournament for serious golfers as well
as vacationists.

Burma's international golfing
debut started in 1958, when 18 years old
Mya Aye and Kyaw Han took part in the
Philippine Open at Wack Wack, Manila.
Burma made only a modest impact on
international professional golf. Accord-
ing to the available records Mya Aye,
Kyi Hla Han, Zaw Moe and Chan Han
are among better known contenders in
Asian Golf Circuit, and other overseas
competitions. Burma never moved away
from the aim that sometime in the future,
Burma becomes one of the stops in the
Asian Golf Circuit.

Our emphasis lies mamly on
international competitions that are
staged purely to foster goodwall and fel-
lowship between nations and nations,
peoples and peoples, Burma is a regular
participant in the World Cup Senes. But
South East Asian Amateur Golf Team
Championship popularly known as the
Putra Cup attracts best attention. Since
its inception in 1961, Burma, except from
1962 to 1965 and in 1973 and 1974, par-
ticipated regularly. In all these years
Burma won the Cup in 1980 and runners-
up in 1979 and 1982, When Putra Cup
was played here in 1969 and 1977, it was
a great golf event for thousands of en-
thusiasis who came to Rangoon for the
sole purpose of seeing the game which
presumably will be the case again in 1934
when it is staged here for the third time.

The goodwill visits to Burma
by big name golfers like Gene Sarazen,
T. Nakamura and H. Koban, Paul Hamey,
H. Sugimoto, Peter Thomson and Russell

Dailey at various time in the past had
added impetus to the growing popular-
ity of the game in the country. Many of
our top players owed their skill 1o knowl-
edge gained from the chimes given by
these goll Ambassadors of goodwill.
Many still remember the exhibition match
between World Cup Winner T, Nakamura
and Burma Champion Mya Aye in 1959,
It was at this match that Mya Aye
showed the first glimpse of his golfing
potential by giving Nakamura a good
fight. Mya Aye lost to Nakamura one
down after being two up on the 16th tee.

At present there are more than
100 golf courses with 90,000 member-
ships all established on a non-commer-
cial basis. They range from 18 hole stan-
dard courses to 9 hole courses some of
which are a hittle better than open graz-
ing grounds. They are diversed in situa-
tions, There is the Putao Golf Club within
sight of the snow-capped peaks of the
Himalayan range in the extreme north,
over 1500 miles to the south is
Kawthaung Golf Club; Akyab Golf Club
near Bangladesh in the west; and
Kentung Golf Club near Thailand in the
East; Taungzalat Golf Course 6000 feet
above sea level in Haka Hills; Ngapali
Giolf Club on the beach of the Bay of
Bangal. Whether in quagmire or in
parched fairways, golf is played every-
where in Burma all the same, all for the
love of the game.

That the game of golf should
not only be exclusively for the elite class
but also should not be denied to every-
one who has reasonable means to fulfil
his wish to play the game 15 our humble
belief.

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Golf In Burmah

"Golf Illustrated', May 6, 1904
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The following article appeared in "Golf [llustrated” of May 6, 1904 about 2nd Mile Golf Links, the name
of which was also Rangoon Golf Club initially, was contributed by Royal and Ancient Golf Club of St.

Andrews.

In Rangoon those who indulge in the
"noble game" have no special piece of
land devoted to ther use, but thanks to
the courtesy of the R & A and the MNative
Infantry they have been able 1o lay out a
fairly good course on the maidan appro-
priated to various barracks and native
lines and their respective sports
grounds.

Occasionally one finds the di-
rect line from tee to green interrupted for
some hundred yvards by a native foot-
ball or hockey team most picturesquely
turned out in turbans and hobnailed
boots, and a brilliant jersey surmount-
ing the flowing shirt tails, or a large
square outlined with scarlet flags ap-
pears in the centre of the plan for regi-
mental sports, and the golfer indulges in
a resigned sign, picks up his ball, and
hopes for better luck another day.

20

Parades, too, seem unnecessar-
ily frequent; but, on the whole, he does
nit grumble, and 1s duly thankful to have
his links at all so close to the town.

The golf club was constituted
at a general meeting held by enthusiasts
in 1893, and a neat lintle club-house was
buitlt-like everything in this country—of
brown teak, raised for two or three feet
on solid wooden legs to avoid being
swamped by the rains, and roofed with
wooden shingles coloured a bright dark
red, and tnimmed round the edges with
carved white boards.

The entrance fees and sub-
scriptions are delightful; only ten ru-
pees—not quite fifteen shillings—for the
former, and six rupecs a quarter for the
subscription. Two annas, or two pence
a round of nine holes procure a grateful

caddie.

Some 250 members now belong
to the club, all men, as lady players are
almost unknown, and three or four wives
who wish to play are admitted as be-
longing to their husbands on an unwrit-
ten condition of not obstructing the
links. One seldom sees more than nine
couples playing at a time and rarely so
many except on the Saturday half-holi-
day and Sunday morning.

The first thing that strikes the
new member is the beauty of the view
from the club-house; you look due east,
straight across the maidan, a dull vellow
in the hot weather and the most vivid
green during the rains, and at the dis-
tance of about half a mile rises a slight
hill, covered with forest trees and feath-
ery palms, and crowned by one of the
wonders of the world-the great Golden
Pagoda.
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It is higher than St, Paul's Ca-
thedral, and is literally covered with gold;
and though from this distance you can-
not see the great square platform, with
1ts hundreds of gilded shrines on which
it stands, the Pagoda itself blazes away
in the setting sun ull you shade your
eves and look away if you do not wish
to be dazzled into missing your first shot.

The first hole, with a Bogey
score of 3, is 367 vards, with an arntificial
bunker rather more than half-way; in the
dry weather a fair drive will give an easy
iron or brassie shot over the bunker on
to the green, for the balls run amazingly
on the hard, dry earth, but in the rains
half the plain is under water, and the grass
grows knee-deep, and the score in-
creases proportionately.

The greens show up hike emer-
ald islands on the dusty, vellow maidan,
and are most beautifully kept by our able
hon, Secretary, Colonel Crawley, whonever
misses a day on the links. After sun-twi-
light, you se¢ active bare-legged higures
walering the precious grass from Chi-
nese buckets, dangling from vokes of
bamboo, balanced across their shoulders.

A large bank of carth, some
twenty feet high, with a ditch beyond
it-relics of the days when earthworks
woere thrown up in attacking the great
Pagoda-runs almost due east and west
across the maidan, and makes a formi-
dable hazard to drive over towards the
second green, 275 vards to the north,
Bogey 4.

The third hole, 320 yards east,
Bogey 4, lics on the very edge of the
road which bounds the Pagoda hill, and
woe 1o him who approaches rashly and
drops from the green on to the sandy
track below.

Back you go over a low bunker
for the fourth hole, 238 yards to the
south; here a long drive, ifshightly pulled,
lands you in the Ordnance quarters, oul
of bounds. A shee will put you into the
network of small valleys which mark the
castemn tip of the great earthwork—and
vel Bogey maintains it ought to be a
score of 4!

A good dnve north-west of 220
vards-Bogey 4-back over the big bun-
ker, brings you to the fifth hole ; which
has once, and only once, been holed out
in 1, and that by the youngest player on
the links.

Due south over the big bunker
again for number six, a nice lofted iron
shot of 165 yards-a quite reasonable
Bogey 3; but you must be sure of nego-
tiating the bunker, which 1s close m front
of this particular tee, and is a good twenty
feet high. Then you continue south over
the level plain for 388 vards, with an-
other most unpleasant military erection
of mounds and ditches, which will occa-
stonally receive a poor second shot.

But it ought to be well left be-
hind by a brassie or cleek, and a cau-
tious approach, bearing in mind a deep
drain close behind the green, should
enable vou to tie with Bogey in 5.

The eighth drive can be un-
pleasant, as if you go straight you risk a
high grassy mound some 180 yvards away,
surmounted by a stone obelisk, and sur-
rounded by a deep ditch and fence. A
clean drive of about 200 yards lands you
on the green, and if vou do not get caught
by the monument the Bogey score of 4
should be ample. You have returned
north-east for this hole, and are exactly
opposite the ninth green close to the
clubhouse, and 467 yvards due wesit,

The only hazards here are close
to the tee in the shape of a small garden
and well enclosed in a low fence, and a
shed which shelters a little cannon. The
garden 1s out of bounds; 1f you run into
the gun-shed there is no penalty, but
the best drive requires a good brassie
and approach to land you on the green,
and the allowance of 5 for Bogey 15 not
EXCessIve.

Bogey score altogether is 38
and the record of the links is 36.

The little brown-legged cad-
dies, with their brilliant coloured plush
caps and one ragged shirt or little jacket
and linen waist-cloth are all natives of
India, as the Burman 1s too lazy, even as
a small boy, to do an unnecessary stroke
of work. With a few excellent exceptions
they know lhittle of the game, and very
few can name a club, but they trot cheer-
fully along, carrying a handful of wet
sand tied up in a piece of dirty rag to
build up the 1ee, and seldom lose a ball;
and their waming of "Fore!" addressed
impartially to a regiment on parade or a
wandering bullock, is enough to wake
the dead.

A sociable circle of wicker
chairs and a choice of cool drinks await
one at the end of the round, and on some
evenings a native band plays as we sit
and rest ; and the stars shine out and
the air grows fresh, and there are less
pleasant places in the world than the
links at Rangoon.

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Visits by Foreign Professionals

According to available records, the
earliest golf professionals who visited
Myanmar were Torakichi Nakamura and
Haruyoshi Kobari from Japan; they
came in November 1959, Apart from
being a member of the Japanese golf
team which won the World Golf
Championship in 1957, Nakamura won
the individual title in that year also. He
also was very popular in lapan in the
fifties. His twelve tournament wins in
Japan included three Japan Open titles
and four Japan PGA Championship

titles.
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The two

lapanese
professionals who were on the way back
home from Australia after participating
1959 World Cup (also called Canada Cup)
played at Yangon Golf Club (YGC) on
three successive days. On the first day
they played fourball match against top
Myanmar amateurs, Paul Chen and Myo
Pamng, on the second day individual
malches - Nakamura versus Mya Aye
and Kobari versus Hla Maung, and on
the third day another fourball match
against top Myanmar professionals,
Tun Paw and Kyaw Han. They won all

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the matches. They held a golf clinic at
YGC on 261 November.
Nakamura was born in
Seplember 1915 and passed away on
1th February 2008 at the age of 93. The
message that he had passed away was
sent by Japan Golfers Association when
inquiry to contact him was made in
August 2008 by us. We would like to
put on record our condolences here in
this Magazine for former World
Champion, Mr. Nakamura who died one
year before YGC's Centenary Jubilee.
Koban who had accompanied him in



Yangon is now 87 and still living, His six
victones in Japan mcluded two Japan
Open titles. Greetings written by him 1s
hereby produced in this magazine,
Famous golf legend Gene
Sarazen came in 1965 to stage an
exhibition game. Having been bomn in
the year 1902 he was 63 years old at that
time. He was the first golfer who had
won all four major golf tournaments. He
had won total of 7 majors. Wining US
Open and British Open in the single year
1932 was his big achievement. He was
inducted to the World Golf Hall of Fame

in 1974, He won 32 times in PGA Tour.

While in Yangon he staged golf

exhibition games at YGC and Detence
Colf Club playing with Myanmar golfers
San Min, Mya Aye and Kyaw Han. He
had also given his photo to one of the

top Myanmar golfers, Kyaw Nyunt as a

present, Kyaw Nyunt (Colonel, Doctor)
was Myanmar Amateur Open Champion
in 1964, On the photo, Mr. Sarazen had
written

some autographs. The

autographed photo 15 herewith
produced. He passed away on May 13,
1999 at the age of 97.

In accordance with Cultural
Exchange Program with American
Government, Paul Hamey who had won
eight PGA Tour titles came to Yangon to
stage golf clinics during February 1967,
He played individual games with Mya
Aye on 91 and 12 February 1967. He
visited Myanmar three more times to
stage golf clinics. He was also awarded
with Honorary Membership ol Y GC by
YGC authorities which was most
deserving. It had been possible to
mclude an article of special greetings in

this magazine provided by Mr. Paul
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Hamey. We are indebted 1o Chris Harmney
without him it i1s impossible to have the
greeting letter from his father who is now
79 vears old. Having been impressed by
Mya Aye's prowess in golf Mr, Paul
Harney had afforded the opportunity for
Mya Aye to play some toumaments of
US PGA Tour in 1973, In 1974, Paul
Harmney was heralded as “PGA Golf
Professional of the Year”. In September
2005 he was enshrined into the PGA Golf
Professional Hall of Fame.

The world famous Australian
golfer to visit Myanmar in 1970 was no
other than Mr. Peter Thomson who had
won the most prestigious golf
tournament in the world, the British
Open five times. Three of them won
consecutively in 1954, 55 and 56. He had
won 66 tournaments worldwide. Dunng

his visit to Myanmar he had staged golf
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clinies both in YGC and Defence Golf
Club and played an exhibition game
against Mya Aye on 2ond March 1970,
He was so impressed by Mya Aye's
performance that he helped Mya Aye to
play in the Asian Circuit. It has been
possible to contact Mr. Peter Thomson
(now 79 years old) residing in
Melbourne, Australia and a brief
message from him 1s made available in
this Magazine. He was inducted to World
Golf Hall of Fame in 1988,

Attempts had been made to
gain contract with Mr. Russell Dailey of
Royal Wimbledon Golf Club. He was an
English golfer who had visited Myanmar
twice to give clinics in 1975 and 1977.
Information was received from Royal
Wimbledon Golf Club that he had passed
away aboul twenty years ago. We wish
to put on record our condolences in this

Magazine.

Japanese professional Mr,
Hideyo Sugimoto came to Myanmar in
February 1976 and gave golf clinics. He
won 19 times in Japan that included two
Japan Open titles. Contact was made
with 71 years old Mr. Sugimoto who has
sent a message in reply, copy of which
15 hereby produced.
In the year 1987, Mr. Chris
Hamey the son of professional golfer
Paul Harmey visited Myanmar and gave
golf lesson for a period of 2 months, He
had also accompanied his father during
his visits to Myanmar in 1967 when he
was eleven years old. Chns Hamey had
visited Myanmar many times
subsequently to give golf lessons. He
15 now living in Bangkok. He sent his
regards and compliments to all in
Myanmar and warm congratulations on
our Centenary.

Having decided
the line to their balls and “tap™ them
into the holes. *Tap™ 1s the word because
their putting lacked the follow through
which beginners at golf are advised 10
remember when “stroking™ their putts.

It is an achievement when a golfer can



“tap™ a golf ball regularly into the hole
from distances of about 15 [eet.

Both Japanese Win: Mya Aye Near
Made It
From One Golf Correspondent

A product of the Nation-
Central Sports scheme inaugurated in

1957 to encourage professional golf, 19
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year-old Mya Aye came near to stealing
the honors from Japanese Canada Cup
star T. Nakamura when they met
vesterday afiernoon on the RGC course.
That Mya Aye would lose was not
unexpected by the 300 golf fans who
turned out at the Danyingone course. A
few persons knew he could perform
brilliantly but that he had started serious
golf only when the was 17 years old and
when money prizes totaling K 2,000 were
offered for successful professionals by
the MNation and Central Sports in the first
Burma Open Championship. He would
have been forgiven ifhe had succumbed
to the jitters at being matched against
world class player like Nakamura, Mya
Aye pleasantly surprised all those who
saw him play vesterday by fighting back
from bemng three down at the eighth hole
to become two up with three holes to
play. A sliced drive at the 16" hole the
only really bad wood shot he played
during the whole round cost him victory.
World class players do not allow
mistakes of that kind to go unpunished.
After taking the 16" hole Nakamura
drove powerfully off the 17" tee.
Probably remembering his last sliced
drive and also foreing a hittle, Mya Aye
slightly hooked his drive, He, however,
steered safely though the trees on the
left with his second. Nakamura then
produced his best shot of the round with
a beautiful wood shot which landed on
the edge of the green and ended, up
about eight feet from the pin which was
tucked away in the left corner of the
green guarded on the let and right by
bunkers which left a very narrow
opening for an approach from where
Makamura’s ball was. Here agamn Mya

Ave met the situation with calm and

matched Nakamura's approach shot with
a pitch over the lelt bunker beautifully
and accurately performed to place lus
ball 10 feet from the pin. Mya Aye’s putl
dhd not go in and Nakamura was unlucky
not to have got his eagle three because
his putt lefi his ball looking down into
the hole at the lip.

Makamura was two on and
about four feet from the pin at the eigh-
teenth green.

Mva Aye’s performance
yvesterday was all the more creditable
because Nakamura had set the pace with
an eagle three at the first hole after
making a thirty foot putt when Mya Aye
was looking forward to a birdie four. The

next three holes were halved in pars,

MNakamura forged ahead again at the fifth
with a birdie four and the two holes were
again halved.

At the eighth hole Mya Aye
put his ball nearer the pin although both
players were on the green in one,
MNakamura made another fine putt and
Mya Aye failed to get his birdie two and
halve the hole.

Then for the next six holes Mya
Ave played four birdies and an eagle.
He took the ninth with a birdie four and
made a well stroked putt on the tenth
green to earn him another birdie and the
hole. At the eleventh he was sitting
pretty with one on the green.

Both
could only do fours 1o halve the hole.

In the other match between
Kobari and RGC professional Hla Maung
the Japanese player again won the first
hole with an eagle three with a large
margin to spare because Hla Maung's
first drive had gone outl of bounds. In
the first nine holes Hla Maung was
missing too many three foot putts and
chipping timidly. In the second nine he
played much better but the handicap of
being three down at the turn to a man of
Kaobari's caliber was difficult to wipe off.
The match ended at the sixteenth green
threc and two. Kobari was not extended
and made only one cagle and three
birdies 1n sixteen holes.

Nakamura played 34 and 35 for
a total of 69 while Mya Aye played 36
and 33 for a total of 69. The par scores
for each nine are 38 and 36.

This morming should see the
best match of the series when ex-
Champions Tun Baw and Kyaw Han
play the two Japanese players in a best-
ball game.

November 30, 1959
Japanese Golfers Win Easily
From Our Golf Correspondent

The two Japanese “goodwill”
golfers Nakamura and Koban had no
difficulty in beating Tun Baw and Kyaw
Han, the two Burmese ex-professional
champions at the RGC yesterday. The
first hole set the tone of the play.
Nakamura and Kobari were both on in
two within fifteen feet of the pin while

Tun Baw and Kyaw Han both needed

to chip their third shots on to within
four and two feet of the pin. Judging by
the previous day’s performance at this
hole, spectators expected to see at least
one eagle three from the Japanese
players. Nakamura however putted too
strongly past the hole and Kobari's putt
did not make enough allowance for the
slight fall from left to right. This gave
the Burmese pair a chance to halve the
hole. Tun Baw putted short after a
tiresome preparation for a four-foot putt
and Kyaw Han neglected to take his two-
foot putt more serously and failed 1o
sink his ball. This gave hole to the
Japanese players with birdies.

Spectators could sense after
the first hole that they would not see
the close match that two home-ground
professionals, who almost know every
blade of grass on the greens and who
normally play quite brilliantly, could
offer two visiting players who have had
only two and a half rounds of practice
and who in any case have not come to
Burma to play serious competitive golf.
Tun Baw was much too tense to unwind
in time for him to produce results on
and around the green. This was bound
to affect Kyaw Han's play, who with
good support can normally produce
sparkling form. At the second hole
Kyaw Han matched Nakamura’s good
long putt with a medium putt to halve
the hole with birdie threes.

The Burmese pair won the third
hole. Kyaw Han again produced another
medium putt to notch another birdie,
Kobar only failed 1o get his birdic when
his 25-foot putt from near the edge of
the wide green stopped nine inches
short of the hole. This putt indicated
that Kobari was likely to work wonders

on the green and he did not disappoint.

The rest of the game turned out
to be an exhibition by the Japanese pair
with Tun Baw and Kyvaw Han not
offering very effective opposition. At
the second hole Kobari had already
demonstrated some bunker play. His
drive landed in the bunker on the right
but he got out with an easy eight iron
shot which carmed ninety yards but
landed him in the right bunker guarding
the green. He pitched out to within a
foot of the pin,

At the fourth Kobari sank a 15-
foot putt for a birdie two which gave
him the hole. At the sixth hole
MNakamura’s second shot landed his ball
ten feet from the pin on the green, He
made his first putt and that was another
birdie four for the Japanese pair. The
fifth, seventh and eighth holes were
halved with par scores. Nakamura tred
a fifteen foot puit for an eagle three but
it just failed to go in on the ninth green,
Both he and Koban got birdie fours to
win the hole from Tun Baw and Kyaw
Han who missed a medium putt each to
gel them their birdies.

Al the turn Nakamura and
kobar were 3 up with a best ball score
of 32 six below par. The Burmese pair
could only produce a best-ball total of 35.

The first four holes of the
second nine saw Kobari produce three
birdies and Nakamura long-putted on
the eleventh green to eam him a birdie
two. The match therefore ended 7 and 5
in favor of Nakamura and Kobari who,
for the thirteen holes played, had
produced nine birdies and had never
shot over par at any hole. The Burmese
players could only do pars at the four

holes of the second nine. L
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Golf - My Reminiscences

Burma National Golf Team to the 1* Thai-Burma Goodwill Match played in
Thailand 1954

The game of Golf was foreign to
Myanmar and 1ts populace. It was
brought into the country by the British
after the second Anglo-Burmese War
and as far as information obtainable, the
first golf course was built in 1882 at
Thayetmyo. But from written records that
could be traced the oldest Golf Club
was the 2% Mile Golf Club at Rangoon
(now Yangon) with a 9 hole course,
founded in 1893, The golf course was
part of the area now bounded by Ahlone
Road - Pyay Road - Dhammazedi Road -
U Wisara Road. The establishment was
later included as a component of
Rangoon Golf Club in its legal registra-
tion in 1905. The course in Danyingone
Village, north of Insein was then in the
process of construction and ready for
opening four years later in 1909, Then,
the 2% Mile Golf Club, being closer 1o
the city became a week day course where

members could play a round of Golfal-
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ter office hours and the Rangoon Golf
Club at Danyingone, a sort of week-end
resort course with facilities for overnight
stay.

As was the policy of the Brnt-
ish rulers in those days the Rangoon
Golf Club was exclusive 1o the British
and Europeans; it was therefore obvi-
ous that the Burmans (people of
Myanmar) had no interest in the game.
Then around 19215, two brothers
Alexander and Walter de Souza, of the
well known pharmacists E. M. de Souza
Co. seeking membership were "black-
balled’ (denied) due to their mother be-
ing Burmese,

This action aroused the na-
tional spirit of the two brothers to break
the Bntish policy of discrimination. With
the support and encouragement of their
mother they bought a piece of land at
the 11" mile, Prome (now Pyay) Road by
the side of the road leading to the air-

port, hired an English professional and
constructed a separate golf course, nam-
ing it the 11" Mile Golf Club. In contrast
to Rangoon Golf Club, membership was
open 1o all nationalities and it was no-
table that even two Enghshmen (one |
remember was Bill Henry of Rowe & Co)
joined the Club. Thus the people of
Myanmar had access to the game and in
due course many skilful and prominent
Burmese golfers appeared.

Then, in 1939 | the Burma
Amatear Open Championship played on
Rangoon Golf Club was won by a Bur-
man, U David Tin Hla. This episode led
the British to reconsider their policy of
discriminating non-Europeans which fi-
nally resulted in accepting U David Tin
Hla as the first Burmese member. | re-
member U Cho was the next and subse-
guently Rangoon Golf Club became cos-
mopolitan.

| joined the Rangoon Golf Club
in 1947, The club house was then situ-
ated near the present 16" tee in a tempo-
rary structure because the old building
was burnt down during the second
world war and a new one was still under
construction at its former site by Messrs,
Clark & Greig Lid., a British Construc-
tion Company. The Club moved into the
new premises which is the present one
and extensions were added later.

The 1 1™ Mile Golf Club, while
in the years of progressing and gaining
popularity, unfortunately had a set-back.
It was requisitioned by the Government
into Mingaladon Airport Expansion and
it was with great difficulty and with un-



told efforts by such personalities
like Sir Mya Bu, Chiefl Justice of
the High Court; U Than Tin, Finan-
clal Member (equivalent of Minis-
ter); Mr. L. Htin Si, Rangoon Uni-
versity Council; U David Tin Hla
acting as Honorary Secretary that
an alternative site at the 9* Mile,
which was used as the Riding Club
was oblained as a compensation
substitute. When World War 11
broke out the land was being con-
verted into a golf course but pro-
gressed up to 5 holes only. Dunng
Japanese occupation it was un-
used and the process of construc-
tion into a golf course was resumed in
1945 and opened for play in 1947 under
the name Burma Golf Club with Sir Mya

U Ba Aye’s Brief Biography

U Ba Aye was born on 28" December
1916 of U Hoke Chaung and Daw Kyin
Hone in the town of Nattalin, Bago
Division North. He graduated a Bachelor
of Science winning the Bhymeah Gold
Medal for passing highest in the
University of Rangoon (now Yangon)
in 1935, He was selected to join the
Burma Police Service (Class 1) in 1939
through a competitive examination and
served in several capacities until he
retired prematurely in 1949 as Dy,
Commissioner of Rangoon City Police.

He rejoined the University of
Rangoon, obtained a Bachelor of Laws
degree, bought Central Sponts Ltd., and
started a new carrier in business. He was
also one of the five founding
shareholders of the Nation newspaper.
When businesses were nationalized in

1964 his services were requisitioned into
the Ministry of Trade until his statutory
retirement on reaching the age of 60.
In the field of sports, U Ba Aye
excelled in tennis as well as in golf. He

was University tennis champion 1935-
36, and Burma Doubles Champion in
1948, 1949, 1950 and 1954. In golf, he
was National Amateur Champion in 1958
and 1961, played on Myanmar Golf Club
Course. At Rangoon Golf Club he won
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and a new building was built at
the present site in 1935, thanks to
the unremitting effort of U Tun
Thoung, Secretary to the Govern-
ment in the Ministry of Industry
who was Captain for 3 successive
years.

LI Pe Khin presented the U Nu Cup and
its ¢ight mimiatures, on behalf of the
Prime Minister of Burma with a speech
brieflv recounting the circumsiances
leading to the inauguration of the inter-
national goll maich between Burma and
Thailand and also explamming the objec-
tives of this match. Field Marshall
Phibulsonggam replied thanking the

Prime Minister of Burma most heartily

for co-sponsoring this match with him
and tor donating the wonderful silver
bowl reflecting fine Burmese crafisman-
ship and culture, and above all, the good-
will and mendship of the Burmese Gov-
emment and people symbolized by the
silver bowl. He would reciprocate this
most welcome friendly gesture by do-
nating a similar trophy to be permanently
deposited in Burma. After wishing the
Burma team success in their golfing mis-
sion he presented cach member with one
dozen “Dunlop 65" golf balls.

| pm: Her Royal Highness, The Princess
Mother (His Majesty, the King
of Thailand’s mother) who hap-
pened to be on holiday at Hua
Hin and who watched some of
our matches, graciously joined
the two teams at lunch,
December 21

The match was continued and
concluded with eight 2 balls
singles matches out of which
Burma lost 7 and halved 1, this
halved match being between
the Burma champion and the
Thailand champion. Thus on
the whole Burma lost.

Our observations have led us
to believe that the average standard of
gollin Burma is mngher than that of Tha-
land because there are more golf courses
and golfers in Burma. In Thailand, there
are only three courses, two in the city of
Bangkok and one at Hua Hin, Out of the
comparatively fewer golfers in Thailand,
there are about six very good players.
Where as the generality of Burmese golf-
ers are office workers who normally play
golt during week-ends only, the few good
Thai players are wealthy young men of
leisure who play golf almost everyday
and have thus attained a high standard
of proficiency in this game. These play-

ers also had the advantage of a thor-
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ough knowledge of their home course.
One reason for our defeat was that a few
of our good players could not afford 1o
join the team and travel at their own cost
to Thailand. We hope to be able to field
a stronger team in the retum match in
Rangoon on our home course which is
expected Lo take place shortly, and pos-
sibly reverse the result of the match.

He re-emphasized
the objectives of the International golf
Match between Burma and Thailand and
expressed his conviction that while the
resulis of the golf match as such did not
very much matter, this match viewed in
its true perspective, would assuredly sull
further strengthen the cordial relations
existing between Burma and Thailand.
He also stressed the fact that
Thailand would like to estab-
lish cordial and friendly rela-
tions with all her neighbouring
countries and live and work
in unity with them, quoling
the old adage, “United we
stand, divided we fall.”

LI Cho, Captain of the

During the peniod when Thai-Burma Goodwill Matches were staged in Myanmar, arrangements were made to

enable Thai golfers to participate in Myanmar Amateur Open Golf Championship yearly held in December at

YGC. In the year 1956, one of the Thai golfers, Rang (he was called Prince Rang as he was one of the relatives

of Thai King) participated and won our Myanmar Amateur Open Golf Championship beating Tara Singh in the

final. This news has been collected from Nation newspaper and reproduced here.

December 1, 1956

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Golf is a Gentleman’s Game

The Author's Brief Biography

Captain Khin Mg Nyunt (Myanmar Navy Rtd.) now 89 was born in Yangon on
November 20, 1920, After graduation from Yangon University with B.A. (Hons:
History) and B.L. degrees, he was commissioned in the Myanmar Navy in August
1945.

During his varsity years he was a very keen sportsman being awarded with
colours in football, tennis, swimming and squash. During his service in the Myanmar
Navy, he attained the rank of Captain (Navy) and served finally in the Ministry of
Defence as Vice-Quarter Master General after which he retired from service in 1981,
Being particularly interested in promoting sports activities, he had served in the
executive committees of football, tennis, swimming and golf federations. Although
his prowess was not particularly great in golf, he had been clected 1o serve as
Secretary and also Vice-President of the Myanmar Golf Federation for a number of
years and contributed generally towards the development of the sport in the country.

At the Yangon Golf Club he also served for a number of vears on the
Council and was elected as Captain in 1978, Al present, as an oclogenanan, he
enjoys good health and still indulges in playing a nine hole game once a week with
fellow octogenarians. It appears that they are not particularly interested in counting

the scores attained.

“CGolfis a gentlemen's game™.
This dictum has been generally accepled
m the golfing world. However, does this
imply that goll is played only by
gentlemen - cannot a non-gentleman
also take part in enjoying the pleasures
the game provides. Anyway, what would
be the defimihion of a “gentleman™? This
article is not intended to clarify or
provide the answer nor will the writer
attempt to argue that only gentlemen
are supposed to indulge in this type of
sporting activity; 1t would be just
sulficient to mention that the prowess
of a golter or his capability is measured

by his own action - the success or
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otherwise depends on how to adopt
himselfto achieve the result. Unlike other
types of sports, competitors do not
have to rely on the strength or
achievement of opponents-results are
measured by how a player adapts himself
in trying to sink a small white ball into a
small hole from yards out - number of
strokes he took to do it being counted,
irrespective of how the opponent
achieves the same purpose. The
contention is that a player must have
the patience, perseverance and of
course the ability 1o strike a small ball
with most unsuitable implements to

achieve the result. No attempt will be

made to clanfy what type of capability a

eolfer must have to achieve the general
objective.

An organization such as a Golf
Club, inclusive of a golf course is
constituted to provide the place to help
a golfer indulge in this type of sporting
activity.

The Yangon Golf Club is one
of the oldest institutions set up about a
century ago to provide the facility. Asa
keen golfer-not necessarily a good one,
the writer has served as a member of the
Yangon Golf Club Council for a number
of years, culminating on being elected
as the Captamn of the Club in the year 1978,



Each year ten council members
are proposed to serve on the Council; if
more than ten are proposed, an election
is held at a general meeting and votes
are counted and recorded to select the
ten members who received most votes,
to serve on the Couneil for the current
year. Various duties of a council member
are specified in the Rules Book. It is
sufficient to mention that according to
my observation, members of the
Rangoon Golf Club Council have carried
out their duties every year, achieving
commendable and appropriate results.

It may be however relevant to
mention that apart from duties pertaining
to organization and management, the
council has, in years past, orgamized
various golf tournaments, such as yearly
competitions between council members
versus members, versus lady golfers,
versus members of various other goll
clubs, versus communities such as the
Japanese - all these activities obviously
contributing towards healthy and
enjoyable relationship amongsi the
golhing fratermity in Rangoon. [t 15
presumed that such activities have been
carried out spasmodically.

Having indulged in various
types of sports activities throughout my
life and bemng a keen sportsman | would
like to mention in this prominent sporis
magazine about the cultivation of a
sporting spirit. This spirit of
sportsmanship cannot be measured,
qualities of which may be regarded as
intangible. It could be classified
generally as possession (or display) of
an attitude by competitors irespective
of success or defeat after the end of a
game. Spectators or onlookers ahike if
any would feel most comfortable to

witness a coolness displayed by
competitors,

The inevitable emotional
feeling would be present but it would
be most pleasant 1f an emotional
outburst is not visibly displayed.

Obviously success in a game
would provide jubilance and defeat, a
certain degree of disappointment and
sadness, but a true sportsman equipped
with the sporting spirit would not
normally show a visible reaction of the
result of a game.

However in present times,
competitors are so0 keen and
preparations have become so intense
that it is not easy to maintain the
composure mentioned above. It has
become a normal process for
competitors and teams to express the
jubilance of success deserved and the
resultant celebration 15 a natural
outcome. It would be wise just to
mention that all sportsmen should be

overcome with results of'a competition.

Does this
possession of a sporting spirit has

indicate that

become extinct or unwise to cultivate?
[t is thus wise to observe that sportsmen
having the true sportsmanship should
display their eagerness in trying to win
but the resulting action should be more
subdued.

The adoption of this attitude
is more easily said than done, not only
by the competitors but by supporters
alike who normally rejoice by physical
action and vocal outbursts,

However it must be accepted
that times have changed, attitudes have
changed and manifestations of resultant
actions must change.

But the cultivation of a
sporting spirit should always be
prominent in the general attitude of a
true sportsman,

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Golf Clubs of Pre-war Rangoon

After colonizing Lower Burma (now
Lower Myanmar) at the end of Second
Anglo-Burmese War in 1852, the British
built the first golf course in the country
in 1887 at Thayetmyo, about 220 miles
north of Yangon. It still exists.

There were five golf clubs in
and around Rangoon (now Yangon), be-
fore World War 11, three of which still
exist. The first one was founded in 1893,
It was called Rangoon Golf Club (RGC)
until 1909 when it changed it to "Second
Mile Golf Links" and passed on the ongi-
nal mane to the second club that came
up under the same management, |2 miles
north of the city.

The Second Mile Goll' Links
did not survive World War II. So, one
would now have to be a nonagenarian
to be in a position to claim that he had

L

seen it as a grown up when it existed.
And there are not many who can. My
friend U Ba Ave, now 92 and I, inmy 91%
vear, are the fortunate few among them.
U Ba Aye was a tenmis 'blue’ when he
was in the Rangoon University and the
Burma Amateur Golf Champion in 1958,
He has an amazing memory and the docu-
ments from his collection were of tre-
mendous value in filling up the missing
links in this article. | would like to take
this opportunity to thank him for those.

This defunct golf course was
in the grounds where the People’s Park
and Armed Forces Park are now. It was
bounded by Ahlone Road on the south,
Prome (now called Pyay) Road on the
west,  Boundary (now called
Dhammazedi) Road on the north and Ti-
ger Alley (now called U Wisara Road)

on the east. The barracks of the Burma
Military Police and two camtonment of-

ficers houses lined the perimeter.
Perhaps, reader would like 1o
know how the name “Tiger Alley™ came
about. As Rangoon was a small city in
the olden days, the present Central rail-
way station is which now right in the
heart of the city, constituted the north-
em limits of the city. There was little or
no habitation farther north. The great
Shwedagon Pagoda was surrounded by
jungle so thick that wild life could be
seen in the area sometimes. On one oc-
casion, a tiger ventured into precincts
of the Pagoda and went up to the main
platform from the westemn slopes. This
incident gave the name Tiger Alley to
that section of the present U Wisara
Road west of the Pagoda, between
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Hanthawady and U Wisara traffic circles,
which was believed 1o be the track taken
by the tiger. The southern stretch of it,
right up to where it meets the Shwedagon
Pagoda Road was called Voile Road. Ti-
ger Alley and Voile Road were replaced
by the present dual roads and renamed
Ll Wisara Road in the mid 1930's,

I remember this golf club very
well, because as a student and later a
tutor in the Rangoon University from
1935 10 1941, 1 used to pass by 11, going
downtown from the campus by bus along
Prome (now Pyay) Road. I remember the
sign “Second Mile Golf Links™ pamted
in white on a black wooden board nailed
to a low stake in the ground. | cannot
forget it because it was from this name
that | came to know a golf course could
be called “hinks™ even though it may not
be near the seaside. 1t was also here that
[ saw golf being played for the first ime
inmy life.

The club house was a single
storey teak building with the floor raised
a few feet above the ground. The roof
was covered with teak shingles, like
those of the present Kandawgyi Palace
Hotel.

The course was abandoned af-
ter the air raids on Rangoon by the Japa-
nese on 23 and 25" of December 1941,
It then changed several hands. When
the British withdrew from Myanmar in
May 1942, the Japanese occupied it. At
the end of the war in 1945, the British
Military used it as the site for the offices
of the Officers Testing Team and resi-
dences of officers called Slim Lines,
named after General William Slim of the
British Army.

When Burma gained indepen-
dence from Britain in January 1948, de-

structive political elements labeled it as
sham and resorted W an armed msurree-
tion. This led to a huge nflux of refu-
gees from the districts into Yangon.
They squatted on every vacant land in
the city and found the grounds of this
golf course to be an ideal haven. What
began as a refugee camp soon swelled
into a huge shantytown of squatters.
In 1950, the government
planned to take over the grounds to built
a hospital, the details about which |
leamed from the copies of the official
correspondence | received from U Ba
Aye. On 11" October 1950, the Ministry
of Health wrote a letter to Mr. P. (G Wa-
ters, then the Honorary Secretary of the
Rangoon Golf Club (RGC), requesting
him to hand over the grounds of the golf
course. The letter said inter alia, 11 the
secretary, Rangoon Golf Club, sees no
objection, will he please call a meeting
of the Club urgently and obtain the con-
sent of the Club to surrender the land to
the Government for the construction of
a'T. B. Hospital?" Mr. Waters replied on
31* October 1950 saying, *We had been
planning in conjunction with the All
Burma Lawn Tennis Association 1o em-
bark upon a scheme providing both Golf
and Tennis amenities at Prome Road on
the site of the old golf course.™ On the
same day, Mr. Waters wrote to U Ba Aye,
who was then one of the members of the
committee of All Burma Lawn Tennis As-
sociation, requesting him to see the Min-
ister of Health on this matter together
with Ul Cho and U Kyaw Min of RGC,
Fortunately, the government changed its
mind and decided to build the hospital
in the present location at Aung San Myo
instead. The plan to rehabilitate the golf

course with tennis facilities was also

abandoned by RGC somehow,

Adfter the removal of squatters
and their resettlement in satellite towns
by the government, a portion of the
grounds was used by golf enthusiasts,
including myself, as a makeshift driving
range. 1t was then that | tned to learn
more about this club. However, no
records could be found as all had been
lost during the war. And there was no
Myanmar who had been a member be-
cause it was exclusively an Europeans-
only club. While | was thus stymied, a
copy of the record about it, saved in the
archives of the Royal and Ancient Golf
Club of 5t. Andrews, came into my hand.
It was an article entitled “Golf in Burmah.
The Rangoon Golf Club™ which ap-
peared in “Golf Hlustrated”™ of May 6,
1904, 11 stated that 1t was founded in 1893
and described the nine holes it had in
detal. The name of the club was men-
tioned there in as “The Rangoon Golf
Club™ because it was known by that
name at the time of the article in 1904,
before passing it on to the one at present
in Danyingon and changing its own to
"Second Mile Golf Links" in 1909 as men-
tioned carlier.

Therefore, Rangoon Golf Club,
the present Yangon Golf Club (YGC)at
Danyingon, 15 the second golf club to
come up in Rangoon. [t is celebrating its
centenary in 2009 because it was offi-
clally established as a club with a con-
stitution in 1909, The course, however,
had actually been m existence since 1905,
I found it listed among the golf clubs of
the world in the 1958 edition of the
Golfer’s Handbook, of 36 Annandale St.
Edinburgh, where it is mentioned on
page 688 in the section “Overseas Clubs
outside Canada and the United States™
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Of Golf and Goodwill

of difference in race, color or creed can
get together in healthy and friendly com-
petition,” said Colonel Hla Han, Burmese
Minister for Health and Education, at the
opening of the Ninth Southeast Asian
Amateur Golf Team Championship for
the Putra Cup in Rangoon last Novem-
ber. Golfers from Burma, Hong Kong,
Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines,

Singapore, Thailand and South Vietnam

gathered at the sprawling Danyingone
golf course in the latest edition of an
annual championship inaugurated in
Kuala Lumpur in 1961 by Prime Minister
Tunku ABdul Rahman. Before record
crowds in the Burmese capital (it was
the first international golf tournament
hosted by Burma), the golfers pitched
and putied, chipped and drove over the
rolling greens and fairways of the chal-
lenging 6,286 meter Rangoon Golf Club
course. Luis Silvenio powered the de-

tending Philippine champions to a hinal

score of 915 for 72 holes to retain the
Putra gold trophy. Malaysia, steered by
"Bobby" Lim Yat Foong, was second
with 919. Burma came in third with 939,
This year's championship wall be held in
Hong Kong. Wherever it's held, the tour-
nament trigeers keen competition and
fnendship. "The success of the Putra
Cup competition,” said Colonel Hla Han,
“15 measured not in terms of sporting
achievements only, but more importantly
in the magnitude of goodwill created.”

The following article appeared in the Nation from 23" to 25" August 1953 was writien by U Kyaw Min, the YGC Captain of 1957,

whao had the opportunity to visit Carnoustie to witness the victory of Ben Hogan at the British Open n 1953, It was a very rare

occasion for a Myanmar to have had that opportunity. That's the reason why the Magazine Committee endeavored to collect it

from the University Library where old Nation newspapers are systematically preserved. In fact, U Kyaw Min's Carnoustie visit

was part of lus trip to Great Britain to attend the Coronation Ceremony of Queen Elizabeth 11, representing Myanmar Nation. He

had mentioned this article in 15 consecutive days in the Nation newspaper and the text below is that of the last three episodes,

The next morning | went to the
BOAC Office and arranged to leave
London a week later, and then went to
Thomas Cook to enquire how | should
go to Carnoustie. | had heard of the
place when | went to St. Andrews for
the Walker Cup Matches in 1947 and
had been told that Championships were
sometimes held at Camoustie which was

not very far ofL.

o8

The Thomas Cook’s man told
me that | would have to take a train to
Dundee and from there | could go o
Carnoustie by train or bus and he
booked me a sleeper for the 10-15 p.m.
train on Tuesday nmight from King's
Cross, which | could catch comfortably
after my dinner engagement that mght.

On the train the next moming

one of my fellow travelers asked where

[ would be staying and | replied that |
did not have the slightest idea. He said
that he knew the proprietress ol a hotel
in Monifieth, a little seaside place near
Carnoustie and that he would telephone
her whether she could give me a room.

He telephoned to her from the
railway platform immediately we
alighted from the train. The answer she

made, made me realize what | was up
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against. She said that she did not think
that 1 would get a bed anywhere for 40
miles around Camoustie and that she
had had to refuse not hundreds but
thousands of people who wanted acco-
mmodation in connection with the golf,

My friend suggested that I go
io a nearby restaurant where there was
a nice place for a wash and brush up,
have breakfast there and arrange my
campaign of action to get a bed for the
night. When we reached outside the
railway station, one of the railway
officials informed us that to his
knowledge there was not a room to be
had in the whole of Dundee and that my
best bet was to go to Coupar some 15 or
20 miles away,

Finding A Room

It was 10 o'clock by now and |
was still having breakfast at the
restaurant, The golfat Camoustie must
have started for the day but it was
imperative that | find a room or decide
what to do before | went to see the golf.
Some Seotsmen came mto the restaurant
for coffee.

Unlike Englishmen who are
said to be very reserved and will not
talk to strangers, a Scotsman asked me
whether | had come to see the golf. |
explained that 1 had, but that I did not
know where to put up and that | had
been advised to go to Coupar. There
was a discussion between his friends
and they thought that | would stand the
best chance in Perth just over 20 miles
away.

50 we decided to phone one
of the hotels in Perth. The answer was
again very disappointing, for the hotel
manager said that Perth was so full up

with Carnoustie spectators to sleep in
their cars the previous night.

At a nearby table was the
owner of a garage. He said that surely
there must be a vacant bed in the whole
of Dundee and that if there was one he
would find it for me and he asked me to
go along with him in his car. We went
from place to place with no success. The
lady-manager of a hotel he knew racked
her brains to think of a likely bed and
eventually sent us to a house not very
far away. She knew that they had a
lodger who was working in the
University and 1 might be lucky if |
wanied a room for only a few nighis.
When we rang the bell, the husband of
the lady who ran the house talked to us
and said that his wife was out but would
I come agam between 12 and 1 o’clock.

The garage-owner took me
back to the centre of the town and I said
goodbye to him after he had given me
instructions how to contact him if the
lady could not accommodate me. |
thanked him profusely and killed the
intervening time by looking around. The
place | had to go to was only a three
minutes’ ride by tram from the centre of
the town,

Soon after 12 o'clock | showed
myself at the lady’s place and told her
that | wanted a room only for two nights
as | would be leaving by the Friday night
train afier the golf. She agreed to put me
up in their own room while they made
shift in another room.

Directly after | had deposited
my luggage | rushed off to Camoustie
by bus. | was seated beside a man who
had come from Falkirk and he asked me
where | had come from, ete. He was a

jolly fellow with a great sense of humor

and kept us amused during the half hour
it took o reach the golf course. He had
been to the course the previous day and
he said that we two should keep
together; but first he wanted me to give

him a drink and | promised him one.

Only Cheese & Biscuits

I was impatient 1o see the golf
but at the same time realized that [ must
have something to eat and so when, we
reached the golf course 1 looked round
for a place where | could have a quick
lunch also. We want into a hotel facing
the 18 Green. They said they were somry
that they had no lunches left but when |
saw some cheese and biscuits on the
table | asked whether 1 could have a
snack of these and they agreed.

We soon left the hotel, bought
our tickets and then the rain began to
fall. It came down in torrents for fully 15
minutes while my friend and | took
shelter in the small building near the first
tee meant for the competitors. We
decided that the best method of seeing
the golf that day would be to go from
the 18" Green to the 18" Tee, then from
the 17" Green to the 1 7" Tee and so on.
When the rain had spent its fury we
sauntered out, and around the 18" Green
whom should 1 see but Crabbe of the
Rangoon Port Commissioners, He was
surprised to see me. It was rather a
coincidence that | had also met him at
St. Andrews in 1947 at the Walker Cup
Matches.

The British Golf open
Championship is always held on a
scaside course and not on an inland
course for the seaside fairways and
greens are so much superior. It staris

on a Monday and the first two days are

29
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spent on the two qualifying rounds, one
on the Championship course and the
other on a neighboring course,

The first 100 players (1o the
nearest number according to the score)
play on Wednesday and Thursday over
I8 holes each. The scores for the two
qualifying rounds on Monday and
Tuesday do not count for the
Championship proper. For Fniday only
500 {10 the nearest number) play 18 holes
in the morming and 18 holes in the
afternoon and the result is decided by
the aggregate of the four rounds on
Wednesday, Thursday and Friday. It 15
quite possible to have a tie for the first
place by the end of Fnday, though there
has not been such a tie for years and
yeas. In case of a tie the replay takes
place over 36 holes on Saturday between
those who tie.

The two qualifying rounds
were plaved on Monday and Tuesday
on the Championship Camoustie Course
and the nearby Bumside Course. On the
first day A.1D. Locke of South Africa, the
holder, had the best score of 65 on the
Burnside Course whereas Ben Hogan
could only do a 70. I may mention
however that on the first two days the
big champions do not go all out, but are
satistied if the higures are reasonably
good enough to gualify. On the
Championship Course the best score
was 69 by 1. Panton followed by a 72 by
A. Cerda of Argentina.

Extremely Good Course

After the second day 91
playvers had qualified. Locke had the
best qualifying score of 136 followed
by 1. Panton and O. Connor with 141.

Ben Hogan had done a 145 but it was

said that his 34 in the second half of the
Championship Course was an extremely
good one; he was having trouble on the
greens.

The real Championship started
on Wednesday. At the end of the day
with a score of 70 the leader was F.R.
Stranahan, the American amateur, who
had stood second in the Brinish Open
Championship to F. Daly in 1947, He s
the son of an American millionaire and
seems 1o have no other imterest but golf.
He has won the British Amateur a few
times. | hear he is to be married this yvear.
The second was E.C. Brown with 71.

Four tied for the third place with 72,

namely, Locke, young Thompson of

Awustralia, Dai Rees and R.de Vincenzo
of Argentina. Ben Hogan had done 73
along with Daly.

Al the end of Thursday the two

leaders with a score of 142 were Dai

Rees and E.C. Brown. E.C. Brown is a
Scotsman and his leading position gave
areat hopes to the Scots who are very
nationalistic at heart, Next was de
Vincenzo with 143, Next with 144 were
Ben Hogan, Stranahan and Thompson,

Ben Hogan was already
drawing huge crowds. 9,500 people paid
entry fees on Thursday, and 3,000 or
4,000 must have been following Ben
Hogan that day. When he drove off
people were lined up on either side of
the fairway for fully 300 yards. As soon
as both players had driven ofTthe crowd
would rush on to the fairway behind the
two balls with the Stewards keeping
order with a long rope across the fairway
behind the balls. The playvers would then
walk to the balls followed by hundreds
who had been around the tee seeing the
drive-off whilst hundreds of others

would rush forward towards the Green
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and take up their position. Except for
the short holes the second shot should
normally fall on the Green,

Longest Course

Carnoustie is a very long
course and the 6 Hole is the longest
there with a distance of 567 yards.
Nevertheless some of the longest hitters
like de Vincenzo can get on to the Green
in two, Ben Hogan never got on to the
Green at the 6™ Hole in two, and was
about 30 to 50 yards short every time,
But on the two rounds on Friday he went
down in four at this Hole both in the
morning and in the evening,.

After the balls of both the
players have fallen on the Green,
thousands of spectators crowd round
the Green or take up vantage pomts on
the hillocks nearby. Any missed putt is
accompanied by a huge sigh of Oh!

With such crowds following
Ben Hogan or any other leading player
it 15 impossible to see every stroke. 1f
one is keen to see him drive, one has to
give up seeing the putting and take up
one’s position around the Tee ahead of
time; and in some cases so many people
are already there that one has to walk
forward to the next Hole and take up
one’s position,

There is an erroncous idea in
Burma that Ben Hogan is very short. He
is not, | estimate his height to be about
5 feet 8 inches and he 1s strongly built.
He never says a word dunng the whole
game except to have consultations with
his caddy and he smokes cigarette after
cigarette as he goes along.

He is a very deliberate player
and always takes aboul two minutes to

decide which club to use for his second

short. Two minutes is a very long time
and in the meantime the crowd was on
either side and behind him are quie-
tening down and waiting for him to play.

He looks at the Green in the
distance for about 10 seconds and then
has a consultation with his caddy and
again looks towards the Green fora long
time and has another consultation with
his caddy, and then looks towards the
Green for another stretch of time and so
on. Eventually he asks for a club from
his caddy and the club is produced. He
goes up to the ball, and does not take
much trme over the address. Bang! And
the ball goes straight as a pin on to the
Green somewhere near the Pin.

This very deliberate making up
of one’s mind for such a long time was
very noticeable at the 17" Hole where
there is a stretch of fairway between two
chaungs or burns as the Scots call them.
Maost players put their drive about 20 or
30 yards behind the second chaung and
from that position one knows exactly
what is the distance to the Green. Most
of the British players just come up 1o
the ball, ask for the requisite ¢lub and
without any fuss hit the ball on to the
CGireen., But not so the dehiberate players.,
In spite of the fact that there was no
wind either in the moming or mn the
afternoon of Friday they would take a
long time to decide which club to use.
Probably it is their techmique for the
crowd to settle down.

Young Playvers

Some of the young players that
attracted attention were Percy Ellis and
Ken Bousfield, two beautiful stvlists,
who did not do too badly. The youngest
player was the younger of the two Hunt

brothers, aged 17 vears, He had a score
of 74 on the first day and 74 on the
second day. The young Australian P.W,
Thompson who is only 23 years of age
was viery popular with Scores of 72 and 72.

The last day of play on Friday
opened with cloudy skies. So far as |
remember the sun did not come out at
all but it did not rain much. We had our
rain-coats on all the time. We had to put
up our umbrellas for 10 to 15 minutes at
a stretch on account of the drizzle and
then put our umbrellas away again and
s0 1t went on.

Two rounds were to be played,
one in the morning and one in the
afternoon. The first round started at 8
a.m. and the second round at 1 p.m. Ben
Hogan had timings of 10-27 a.m. and 3-
27 p.m. while the last player 1o drive off
was Max Faulkner, ex-Open Champion,
al 3-48 p.m.

Ben Hogan drew tremendous
crowds on the last day. In the moming
at the 14", he was four under fours which
was the best score up to then, He was
two on at the 15" and missed his punt
when the ball practically went into the
hole and came out again. Had he holed
it he would have been five under fours,
and had he played par figures for the
remaiming three holes he would have
returned an unprecedented 67 in the
morming. But unfortunately he got into
trouble at the 17 and returmned a 70 which
wis still the best score in the moming.
After the first round on Friday morning
the two leaders were Hogan and de
Vincenzo with 214. Three others were
tying at 215, namely, Rees, Thompson
and Cerda, with Brown and Stranahan
next with 217, Locke was already oul of
the running with 219,
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As the scores came in for the
second round it was getting very
exciting, for Stranahan, Rees and
Thompson were already tying for first
place with 286, Stranahan had achieved
this by shooting a 69, which was the
record for the course up to then.

But news had now gone round
that Ben Hogan was playing like a
person inspired. He was just a machine
and did not vet have a five in his card,
S0 everybody practically rushed to see
Ben Hogan play his second nine holes,
The crowd was so large that one could
scarcely get a glimpse of him. At the 14"
however he had a five, but even then il
was practically certain that he would be
Champion by many strokes if he could
just prevent making a fool of himself in
the subsequent holes. He had par
figures for the 15", 16" and 17,

The Champion

By the 17 he was four strokes
ahead of the rest, assuming he would
do a four at the 18", It was now

practically impossible for him not to be

the Champion. Most people shoot a Tour
at the last Hole though it 1s 503 yards
long with a bogey 3.

At the 18" Tee Ben Hogan
seemed as cool as ever. He put his second
on the Green. There was tense
excitement as he went to putt, the
thousands watching him hoping and
praying that he would do a birdie and
return a 67. The ball unfortunately
stopped a few feet from the hole.

There was no mistake about
the second putt and he was champion
with a lead of four strokes — with
stranahan, Rees, Thompson and Cerda
in second place with 286. It will be
noticed that Ben Hogan improved after
cach round, his scores being 73, 71, 70
and 68. His 68 was a new record for the
Course.

The distribution of the prizes
had not yet taken place by 7 o’clock

Local Rules of Yangon Golf Club

1. Fairways

Fairways mean generally cut or
mown area to delimit the fairway from
rough and other territories. Boundaries
of fairways are generally shown by green
and white stakes. Unmown area at the
edge of a bunker in the fairway is not the

Fairway.

2. Monsoon Rules

When monsoon rules is in
force, a ball lying in a fairway may be
lifted, cleaned and placed without pen-
alty within one ¢lub-length of where it

originally lay, but not nearer the hole.

A Out of Bounds (OB)

The followings are the OBs
generally shown by white stakes or
posts: Left side of holes No. 1, 2,3, 4, 5,
6, 13, 14 and 18, back of holes No. 4, 6,
12, 14 and 18,

4. Water Hazards

The followimngs are Water Haz-

ards demarcated by yvellow stakes: Creek
crossing 6™ hole fairway, Creek and pond
n front of monsoon tee of 7" hole, Lake
in front of 12* hole tee, Creek crossing
12% hole fairway, Pond between tee and
green at 13" hole, Pond in front of 16°
hole green.

5. Lateral Water Hazards

The followings are Lateral Wa-
ter Hazards demarcated by red stakes:
Creek and ponds at the left side of 1%,
2 37 40 50 and 6™ holes. Two ponds
bevond 2™ hole green, pond between
3™ and 5* hole, pond in front of 4" role,
pond beyond 3" hole green, ponds at
the left and right sides of 5" hole fair-
way, pond at right side of 6™ green,
ponds at the left and right sides of 6
fairway, ponds between 7" and 12" holes,
left and right side ponds at the 8% hole,
ponds at the right side of 1 1" hole, ponds
between 12% and 13" holes, creek be-
tween 13* and 16™ holes, ponds beyond
13® hole green, lake between 14" and

15" holes, creek at the right side of 15"
hole green, ponds around 16" hole green,
left and right side ponds of the 17 hole
fairway.

6. Tractor Marks

Ifa ball lies in a wheel mark ofa
tractor or mowing machine, it may be
lified, cleaned and dropped without pen-
alty, within one club-length of the wheel
mark, not nearer the hole. This relief can-
not apply against a stance falling on the
wheel mark.

7. Sprinkler Heads of Through-the-
grecn

All sprinkler heads situated

through-the-green are immovable ob-

structions,

8. Fixed Sprinkler Heads

If a sprinkler head within two
club-lengths of the putting green of the
hole being played, intervenes on the line
of play between the ball ad the hole, the
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player may obtain relief, without pen-
alty as follows: (a) if the ball lies ofT the
putting green but not in a hazard and 1s
within two club-lengths of the sprinkler
head, it may be lifted, cleaned and
dropped at the nearest point to where
the ball lay which (1) is not nearer the
hole, (2) avoids such intervention and
(3) is not in a hazard or ona putting green;
(b} if the ball lics on the putting green,
and is within two club-lengths of the
sprinkler head, it may be lified, cleaned
and placed at the nearest point to where
the ball lay which (1) is not nearer the
hole, (2) avoids such intervention and

{3) on the putiing green.

9. Drains and Filled-in Mounds

Drains and filled-in mounds
through-the-green are immovable ob-
structions.

10, Protection OF Young Tees and Yard-
age Marker Trees

Through the green, iIf a young

tree or yardage marker tree intentionally

planted interferes with a player’s stance
or the area of his intended swing, the
ball must be lifted and dropped without
penalty within one club-length of the tree
or of the watering cirele or fence around
the tree. The ball may be cleaned when
so lifted.

11. Other Immovable Obstructions

All roads and paths, half-way
house and other rest sheds on the
course, benches, lamp posts, switch
boxes, electric cables, water pipes, tem-
porary piles and heaps of loose soil,
sand, cut limbs, leaves and rubbish,
man-made holes and ditches are immov-
able obstructions.

12. Ground Under Repair From Where
Play Is Prohibited

{a) All areas demarcated by the

committee by showing GUR sign boards

are ground under repair from where re-

liefis granted. (b) Nursery at the lefi side

of 17 fairway is ground under repair from

where play is prohibited.

13. Embedded Ball; Rule 25-2

Through the green, a ball em-
bedded n 1ts own pitch-mark i the
ground, other than sand, may be lified,
cleaned and dropped without penalty,
as near as possible to the spot where it
lay but not nearer the hole.

14. Ball Lost in the Fairway

If there is reasonable evidence
that the ball is lost in a fairway, a ball
may be dropped without penalty as near
as possible to the spot where the onigi-

nal ball last struck the fairway.

15. Brick Boundary Wall of Hazards
As brick or concrete boundary
wall of water hazards and lateral water
hazards are declared as integral part of
the course, no relief is permitted against it.

16. Stones in Bunkers

Stones in Bunkers are movable
obstructions (Rule 24-1 applies) as they
may represent danger to playvers and in-
terface with proper playing of the game.

Golfis a strange game. [0is only in goll
that a round has two comers. A round of
golf can end up all square. I a hole is
tied, 1t becomes halved. A round of golf
means |8 holes but is not complete with-
out the 19" hole.

Eighteen holes became the
standard for a golf course only from 1900
onwards, Prior to that, there was no fixed
number of holes. ltcouldbe 11, 12, 15,
19, 22, 23 or any number. 5t. Andrews
had 11 which were played over twice
making 22 holes for one round. In 1764,
two were disposed ofT as they were not
suitable for fairways and the remaining
9 holes were played twice making |8
holes for a round.

About this time, a businessman
with foresight opened a small inn just
off the course and called it the 19” Hole.
The tavern became instantly popular
with the golfers, including the members
of R & A committee.

Apparently there were no bars
or restaurants yet in the club
houses then, and the above
named 19" Hole tavern became the
favourite haunt for players after a
round. Slow players became fast
drinkers here and post-mortem exami-
nations of the rounds just finished were
held with many “1f"s", “should have's”,
“would have's”, jokes and stories. Nowa-
days, the 19" hole is eenerally in the club
house though it could still be anywhere,
Golf has been viewed in vari-
ous perspectives, President Woodrow
Wilson of USA described it as "A game
in which one endeavours to control a
ball into a hole with implements ill
adapted for the purpose™.

Sir Winston Churchill of UK
said in similar terms, “Golf is a game
whose aim 1s to hat a small ball into an
even smaller hole with weapons singu-
larly ill-designed for the purpose.”

Mark Twain said, “Golf is a
good walk spoil”

Paul Hamey is more pragmatic,
He described it in Golf Digest: “Golfis a
game where you yell “fore”, shoot six
and write down five.” This description
fitted a golfer very well who was in the
habit of wrniting down one stroke less
than he took. One day he got a hole in
one and wrote down his score as Zero,

This article mentioned in Nation newspaper of 20" September, 1953 helped towards ousting the

British from becoming future captains of ¥ GC.

Simply out doors could relax both body and mind; the same

menu alfresco could be very different. These are among the wholesome gustoes.

Into the shoes

On the other extreme are the
dipsomaniacs and drug addicts. With
behavior more distorted, perverts tum
maniacal; one King of England enjoyed
stealing from departmental stores, n solto
gossip he was a kleptomaniac; one queen
of Russia wallowed in sensual pleasures,
her statue stands in Leningrad, her drama
is often played in theatres, history
registered her as an established
nymphomaniac. In analogous psyche are
[ron Juans, the womanmizing philanderers
these days shortening their life
expectancy since the introduction of
Viagra.

Tragically perverted are the
masochists deriving pleasure from
humiliation or pain inflicted upon them
[after L.von Sacher-Masoch (1835-935),
Austnan writer]. Ghasthiest 15 sadism
[after Marquis de Sade (1740-1814),
French wnter| evil most upon young girls
today in England (News of the world),
but the most brutal are the

sadomasochists (sadistic masochists) on

the loose in Belgium (Newsweek), and
equally nasty are paecdophiles picking
children for their victims, More distorted are
fetishists taking delight in psychosexual
pleasure collecting brassieres, hair, ete. In
another category are the gueer characters;
pyromaniacs enjoy watching fires, sometimes
like bold monkeys setting fire for their
pleasure; misogynists find peace and
pleasure away from females, they hate
women; but the queerer are the perverted
loners, the misanthropists who hate both men
and women; for such people there was once
in Pall Mall, the Diogenes Club where the
queerest people of London assembled to read
periodicals, gratifving themselves by
ignonng one another. These are among the
sick people.

Rather variant are those hooked on
golf. One noon on my way downtown, | was
stunned to see through the mesh alongside
the main road groups of men strolling
blissfully in the burning heat of the blazing
sun. Then suddenly outl of carshot frenzied
yells vibrated: *Ball!” *Ball!” {Fore! Fore!). One
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man in front quite to the left ducked his
head just missing the darting ball. I
was a strayed ball. Aghast and
bewildered | exclaimed: *these people
must be really cranky’. Overheard, my
son slowed down the car apparently to
let me revise my conception. His
closest friends are golfers, and long
since he has been imploring me for a
golf set. But that ball-alarm and the
uncomely nature in that terrible heat was
enough 1o warrant my version. Sonny
drove on in silence. On arrival at my
clinic, so circumstantially, waiting for me
was my old-time friend, one very
wealthy golf-Kaiser. | related to him the
awesome incident encountered a fiew
minutes before. In chuckles my friend
recalled an elderly man who railed from
his fence next to the golf course: ™ hey
fellows, are you really off your nuis,
look, even amimals take shelter from

rh

such heat * pointing at the cows
shading under the trees. With deference
one of the plavers retorted: *but
CGrandpa, those cows cannot afford
umbrellas, see, we have them’.
Encouraged with the joke my son
intervened and evinced his sirong
frenzy lor golf, supphcating to let him
play. His message was taken at heart;
on our way back home that same evening
he dropped in to fetch from my friend a
brand new golf set.

Fortune sometimes is twisted;
my son is a southpaw and the gift was
not to be his. But the set was too good
to be spared; and so it was, an extempore
outcome that | collected what 1 never
mtended to.

What was | supposed to do?
Twice | waded through three illustrated

manuals, watched TV lessons and still
could not comprehend. It was clear
beginners should really take start at the
practice range, under the guidance of a
coach. In thus wise | set out my first
expedition to the Driving Range. But see
later, I was not alone.

“Fortune never comes alone™,
that newfangled axiom was in store,
because the very next day another
golfer, a most well known ambidextrous
Kaiser walked into my clinic. With
obligation toward my son | took heart
and tempied fortune, requesting io
share some lefi-hand sticks that are as
rare as are lefi-handed players,

Astounded | was, | thought
those players in that terrible heat might
have far gone into mania. Now | realize
my southpaw son, his brother and even
myself have already double-toned our
arms, tanned quite dark below the

sleeves. | wonder 1if we have fallen into

the shoes of those ‘golfomaniacs’, if

that 1s most likely to be what Grandpa
would have defined.

Perverts and maniacs are
stuffed in only for spicing the aricle;
the real purpose i1s my eagerness (o
share this most fascimating gusto with
people like what 1 was, like the fish,
whom, a frog's portray of tourism on
land was beyond apprehension. The
excitement and feeling of hitting the ball,
the thrill and throb of putting in are
beyond the faculties of a non-golfer.
The ball may fly straight, hook to the
left or slice to the right, chasing after it
also is big fun. Carried away with the
flight of the ball, bothered with the
number of strokes, engrossed with the
sticks, concerned with the flag, time and

while are heedless, sun and season are
oblivious, cognizant are only the
blessed bunkers and the gulping poaols.
| suppose golf gusio is so captivating
also by its paradoxical virtue of its most
fluctuating nature, the episodes of one
day top, the next day flop dragging the
player nto the spell, dnving the itch into
*mania’. From many jokes fish mighi
learn more about frogs. Here is one
probably not quite familiar to the
vounger generation.  President
Eisenhower, who was elected President
in 1952 and took office in 1953, was a
very keen golfer and it was sometimes
thought that his golf was more important
to him than the affairs of State. One joke
said that at the peak of the Cold War
Period he was playing golf when his
press secretary, Sherman Adams,
appeared with a very grave face. He
asked all the players that were ahead of
the President, to kindly give way so that
the President could finish his round in
the shortest possible time. When
Sherman Adams was asked for the
reason for this request, he solemnly
explained: *'War has been declared.”

In its true nature, golf is a
composite of muluple gustoes: a sport
gleeful with excitement, adventurous
feats, meditative swings, a leisurely
pastime with social jovialities and
tournament festivities,

Splendor of Golf

In early Burma before independence golf

was laboo for ethnies, same as the
Blacks were rejected in America. The
subordination is still perceptible; the
only natives allowed onto the greens
were the caddies and emplovees, and
the few bigwigs feudatory to the
colonialists. To any bona fide Myanmar
the wound is still open. The humiliation
1s indelible.

A sport today is the elegance
of square deal indiscriminate of color
and status, [t might be appropriate 1o
commemorate the outstanding
Myanmar golfers and the Sefiores who
promoted them. Many crowns went to
the zealous devotees from among the
caddies. They were quite unprovided
for the rather expensive game; however,
with relentless enthusiasm they took
opportunity of every expedience day in,
day out, to rise in the final eventuality
higher than their masters,

Rudiments of all sports took
start in the form of an amusement, a
pastime, a recreation, from whence
gradually, games veered mto contests,
steered into tournaments, the more
compeliive ones being mutated into

professionalism. Olympic events are

now magnified even to dimensions of
nationalism, each nation boosted with
the number of gold medals camied home.

The earliest demonstration of
nationalistic valor and racial spirit was
started in the square ring. Jack Johnson,
Joe Louis, Mohamed Ali were among
the earliest and most glonfied Black
celebrities. The latest champion equally
glonous 15 Tiger Woods, vet another
display of the noble splendor of sports.
This splendor of golf, the delicacy of
sports, our children are now prizing and
sharing with us. Once, at the Silvery
Golf Course of YCDC, at the tournament
sponsored by Han Golf Masters, [ saw
in a daze, marvelous kids hitting the ball.
I was stunned with fascination to behold
those small arms driving the ball so far
and straight. | realized then what the
authors meant of rhythm associating
weeight shift, hip recoil and shoulder tumn,
compounded to wrist dynamics and arm
swing with follow-through.

Children’s scores often beat
those of many ‘Uncles”. Many from
among the earliest generation of
Myanmar golfers are now in their
eighties; it is most entertaining to see
the parallel generation of aging
*Grandpas’ and their great grand
children on the same greens.

As highly sophisticated as
golfis, mastery of the ball requires every
knowledge, skill and attitude. While
*attitude” is the driving force for
cagerness, devotion and diligence,

‘knowledge’ is basic because every
swing, pitching and putting is
mechanics. The output, however, 15 the
resultant of consistency of *skill’, the
kind of skill more of mental than physical
dexterity. For supremacy of this skill,
the practice and expenses are quite
beyond the purse of salary men,
especially for the voung generation of
Indeed,
personages in responsible service

golfers in their families.

should be most worthy for golf merely
by virtue of it being one of the most
potent stress busters, Should not then,
some form of concession be suitably
sought for these personnel in service?
These people after all can afford to play
only on weekends or on week day
mornings if they can bustle before the
ofhice bell.

As for talented children,
allowances might be granted somewhat
in copy of the considerate way. Medical
students are supplied stethoscopes and
sphygmomanometers at subsidized
rates. Golf sticks, golfballs, and green
fees for those needy kids are hazardous
much more than the hazards in sand and
water. Should somebody venture to
make a proposal for some form of
concession for children | would wish to
support him with hearty anticipations;
ever 50 much better if as well the door
could be slide opened to perpetuate in-
service enthusiasts, especially those
salary-men enduring on their shallow
pockets.

Subject : Site for the purpose of building a T. B. Hospital in Rangoon.

It has became an urgent necessity to build a T.B. Hospital in Rangoon and various sites for its location
on the outskirts of the City of Rangoon have been considered and inspected but so far no suitable site has been
found. The Rangoon Golf Club site on Prome Road is considered to be a suitable location for the erection of this
Hospital, and Government proposes acquiring this land for the purpose.

If the Secretary, Rangoon Golf Club, sees no objection, will he please call for a meeting of the Club
urgently and obtain the consent of the Club to surrender the land to Government for the construction of T, B.
Hospital. A reply may kindly be sent on or before the 20th October 1950.

[ have the honour to acknowledge receipt of your letter No.2 SE (G) 50 of
the 11% October which has been placed before my Council,

[ am instructed to say that Government's plans in respect of Prome Road
came as a blow to us. We had been planning in conjunction with the All Burma
Lawn Tennis Federation to embark upon a scheme providing both Golf and Tennis
amenities at the Prome Road on the site of the old Golf Course. Both the Rangoon
Golf Club and the ABLTA feel that there is a great demand for such amenities within
easy reach of Rangoon.

If, however, the Government is determined to acquire this land in face of
our ohjections, there is little we can do about it, We would, however, point out that
the Rangoon Golf Club has before the war expended considerable sums in drainage,
earth work etc., which are still of value. If the Club therefore is to be dispossessed,
it is felt that it is entitled to compensation.

[ am 1o say that it is felt that a useful purpose would be served by asking
the Hon'ble Minister and Director of Medical Services to meet a Small Sub-Commit-
tee of this Club and the ABLTA to discuss the question before a final decision is
taken.

PROME ROAD GOLF COURSE

As you are probably aware, the
Council has been considering, in con-
junction with the All Burma Lawn Ten-
nis Federation, opening a Club House
on the Prome Road and there to provide
tennis courts, a few holes and a driving
range for the enjoyment of those of the
population of Rangoon who are inter-
ested in these two games.

The Golf Club has, however,
received a letter from the Secretary of
the Ministry of Health and Local Gov-
ernment wherein it is stated that the
Prome Road ground is now required for
a T. B. Hospital and requesting that we
should surrender our lease to Govern-
ment for this purpose.

This question was discussed
at the Council meeting of 26.10.50. It was
felt that in view of its proximity to the
main road, barracks and training schools,
more suitable sites for a T. B. Hospital
could be found.

It was agreed that the RGC/
ABLTA plan, did it materialise, would
meet a very real need in so much as the
site is within easy reach of most people.

It was further agreed that in the
interests of Rangoon in general it is in
every way desirable to preserve in per-
petuity one of the few “Lungs” remain-
ing to the city.

It was, however, recognised
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that if Government is determined to press ahead with this project, there is little we can do to resist. On the other
hand, the RGC has spent considerable sums of money before the war on drainage, earthwork etc., etc.. and this
work is still of potential value to us as a Club. If, therefore, we are compelled to surrender our lease, we have a

strong case for compensation,

I am instructed by the Council to ask you if you would be so kind as to form a small Committee
comprising yourself, U Cho and U Kyaw Min, who, together with representatives from the ABLTA should
interview the Minister concerned and the Director of Medical Services to discuss the whole question.

I enclose for your information copies of our letter to the Secretary of the Ministry of Health and also

Zaw Moe is one of Myanmar’s finest
golf exports. After playing for his
country in the Putra Cup during his
amateur days and winning the Burma
Amateur Open ttle twice ( 1987-88), he
turned professional and made a name
for himself in Asia. Won the Singapore
Open in 1997 and played regularly in
Japan in the late 1990s until losing his
privileges in the early 2000s. A niggling
wrist injury slowed down Zaw's
challenge while a back surgery in 2004
also knocked him out for a year.
Subsequently had to deal with a serious
atlment which was nearly fatal in 2007,
He was diagnosed with a liver infection
in late 2006 but after undergoing
treatment, Zaw recovered sufficiently
enough to also regain some of his old
form. In 2007, he earned his biggest
paycheck of USS56,400 after finishing
I4th at the Barclays Singapore Open.
He also claimed tied fifth spot at the
Hana Bank Vietnam Masters, his first
top=10 since 2003.
